2. Minutes from 1/25/10 were approved without changes

3. Articulation vs. Upper-Division:  CI currently articulates LD CC courses with CI UD courses: i.e., CHEM 311, CHEM 312, CHEM 314, CHEM 315, and HIST 369.  On a student-by-student basis, Records contacts program areas for a waiver of the upper-division units associated with a UD CI course when students have taken a LD community college course articulated with the UD CI course. Appropriate mechanism is the completion of a Blanket Substitution Request for these courses, per the Records Office.  The CC encourages the Records Office to work with program areas (HIST and CHEM) to complete Blanket Substitution paperwork for these courses.

4. Curriculum timeline:  Kathy continues to have difficulty getting signatures from appropriate chairs/ administrators in a timely manner.  The CC agreed to move deadlines earlier:  new courses, course modifications, new programs, and program modifications to CC by October 15, and all courses requiring GE approval must be submitted by October 1.  

5. EDUC courses: References needed, i.e., CSET Prep, Dept. Ed. Guidelines.  EDUC 814, 815, 818, 819:  approved with mods (references and changes as noted on the attached forms)

6. LS Program Mod:  The LS program modification to add Chicano Studies as a new Emphasis was approved with the below corrections to the unit counts in the Required and Supporting General Education and Elective Courses section.   The request by the Liberal Studies program for a waiver of the GE Interpretation document’s requirement that one of the three UD ID GE courses must be outside of the Liberal Studies major was tabled at this meeting.  We grant the Liberal Studies major an extension of the Fall 2010 deadline for meeting the GE Interpretation requirement to allow them to develop a petition to request this waiver.
