3. COMMITTEE WORK DISCUSSION
A. Multicultural Requirement – Janet Rizzoli shared her proposal with the committee.  The Committee supported the proposed language.  The Committee will now forward this recommendation to the GE Committee for further review.
B. EO 1061 – American Institutions Waiver – Janet will report on this matter at the next meeting.  
C. Stale Course Update – Kathy updated the committee on the status of this review.  

Chair response is in and finalized.  The inactivation of courses will occur after the catalog is completed.
D. GWAR – Terry reviewed the GWAR draft with the committee.  There was some discussion regarding adding a minimum grade statement.  It was moved and voted by show of hands (2:3) that the following statement be added to the draft:  The GWAR requirement is satisfied by passing the 9 units of UDIGE with a grade of C or better. The amended draft will be forwarded to Senate Exec.
E. Definition of Emphases, Options and Concentrations.  Geoff Buhl reviewed his research of Northern California institutions.  His conclusion was that although the term concentration was most popularly used, there was no consistency in the use of terms.  Ellie Tayag reported on her findings in Southern California.  Although the terms emphases and concentration were the most popular, there was still not a great deal of consistency.  Ellie routed CSU Fullerton’s policy statement regarding undergraduate options, concentrations and emphases for reference.  Kathy reported that all emphases, options and concentrations are reported (except Math) on transcripts.
