2. Opening the Meeting
The Chair called the meeting to order at 2:36 when quorum was confirmed.
3. Approval of the Agenda
Barton moved to approve the agenda.  Itkonen seconded.
Rivas made a motion to add a new item (2, below) to Resolutions of Appreciation for Daisy Navarette and Jasmine Guajardo.  
Swan-Wood moved to shift the minutes to the Consent Agenda.  Itkonen seconded.  The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
The amended agenda was adopted by unanimous consent, thereby approving the minutes.
4. Resolution of Appreciation for Daisy Navarette and Resolution of Appreciation for Jasmine Guajardo
The Senate resolves the declare its appreciation for the work of Ms. Navarette and Ms. Guajardo for their
· reliable attendance at every meeting of the Academic Senate and every meeting of the Executive Committee of the Academic Senate
· for consistently bringing the student voice into Senate deliberations, on issues of disagreement and on issues of agreement, with a voice that’s fierce and polite at the same time
· for bring the Non-Tenure Track Faculty Task Force into conversation with ASI Student Government leaders
· for exemplifying what it means to be a student scholar
· their exceptional leadership on campus and off-campus that stands out among their predecessors
5. Report from the Chair
The Chair thanks the students involved in the encamped protest for the way they were handling themselves.  The Chair thanks administration for the way it was giving the students space to protest.
The Chair called attention to the need for volunteers for the summer GE Task Force work, reminding the Senate of the request for self-nominations that has been distributed to faculty.
6. Returning Business
6a. Second Reading:  Resolution of Censure (Wood)
Wood made some opening remarks followed by Katherine Hutchinson (for CSUEU).
After some discussion, Fitzpatrick made a motion that the vote on the Resolution be by a secret ballot.  Itkonen seconded.  After discussion, a roll call vote resulted in 32 ‘Yes’ votes, 6 ‘No’ votes, and 3 abstentions.  So the motion to have a secret ballot passed.

The Senate then held a secret ballot on the Resolutions.  After some technical difficulties (during which the Senate proceeded with other business), the result of the vote was 29 votes of ‘Yes’, 9 votes of ‘No’, and 7 abstentions.  The resolution passed.  (The results of the vote were not announced until later in the meeting.)
6b. Second Reading:  Policy on Unit Bylaws (CEAR)
Francois made opening remarks supported by a powerpoint deck (that was distributed with meeting materials).
Weis pointed out a typographical error that needed to be fixed (an abbreviation of ‘LLC’ which should have been ‘LCC’).
[bookmark: _Hlk166609138][bookmark: OLE_LINK8]Barton made a motion to amend the policy by striking the following text from the first column in the table in section II.d.i.(3):
· “and Seniority in Unit” in the first row
· “AND less than 6 years” in the second, third, and fourth rows
· “OR at least 6 years” from the fifth row.
[bookmark: _Hlk166608325][bookmark: OLE_LINK6][bookmark: OLE_LINK7]Grzegorczyk seconded.  After discussion, the Chair called for a vote by show of hands.  After some confusion with the talleys suggesting 17 ‘Yes’ votes, 15 ‘No’ votes, and 7 abstentions, Wood made a motion to reconsider, which was seconded by McClellan.  The Chair called for a vote by show of hands which yielded 13 votes of ‘Yes’, 24 votes of ‘No’ and 6 abstentions.  Thus the amendment failed.
Grzegorczyk then made a motion to amend the table in section II.d.i.(3) by changing the ‘zero’ in the second row, second column to a 1.  Wood seconded.  The amendment was approved by unanimous consent.
6c. Second Reading:  Credit for Prior Learning (SAPP)
After an introduction by Forest and Wyels, and seeing no move for Senator comments, the Chair asked for approval of the policy by unanimous consent.  As thus the policy was approved by unanimous consent.
6d. Second Reading:  Bachelor of Arts in Early Childhood Studies Integrated Teacher Education Program (SP 23-XX)
Dr. Perez-Gonzalez made opening comments about the proposed program.  Estrada expressed concern about the use of ‘lead teachers’ used in the proposal.
Mari made a motion to amend the document by removing the use of ‘lead teacher’ from the faculty qualifications listed (in two places) on page 14.  The motion was seconded by Deans.
After some discussion, Weis made a motion to extend the meeting by 10 minutes.  Wood seconded.  The motion passed by unanimous consent.
After more discussion, the Chair called for a vote by show of hands on the motion to amend.  With 3 ‘Yes’ votes, 16 ‘No’ votes, and 16 abstentions, the motion failed.
Grzegorczyk noted some apparent errors in reference to MATH 208 and MATH 308.
White moved to call the question.  Wood seconded.  The Chair called for a vote by show of hands on the motion.  With 31 ‘Yes’ votes, 3 ‘No’ votes and no abstentions, the motion passed.  The Chair then proceeded with a roll call vote which gave 28 ‘Yes’ votes, 2 ‘No’ votes, and 5 abstentions.

Fitzpatrick introduced the Resolution and the Chair asked the Senate to approve the resolution by unanimous consent.  The resolution was adopted by unanimous consent.
